In the beginning of God's preparing the heavensand the earth --  the earth hath existed waste
and void, and darkness [is] on the face of the deep, and the Spirit of God fluttering on the face of

and God separateth between the light and the darkness, and God calleth to the light "Day,” and
to the darkness He hath called "Night;” and there is an evening, and there is amorning -- day one.

And God saith, "Let an expanse be in the midst of the waters, and let it be separating between

waters and waters.”  And God maketh the expanse, and it separateth between the waters which

[are] under the expanse, and the waters which [are] above the expanse: and it isso. And God
calleth to the expanse "Heavens,” and there is an evening, and there is a morning -- day second.

And God saith, "L et the waters under the heavens be collected unto one place, and let the dry land

beseen:” anditisso. And God calleth to the dry land "Earth,” and to the collection of the waters

11
He hath called "Seas;” and God seeth that [itis] good. And God saith, "Let the earth yield tender
grass, herb sowing seed, fruit-tree (whose seed [is] initself) making fruit after itskind, on the earth:”

12
anditisso. And the earth bringeth forth tender grass, herb sowing seed after its kind, and tree
13
making fruit (whose seed [ig] in itself) after its kind; and God seeth that [it is] good;  and there

14
is an evening, and there is a morning -- day third.  And God saith, "Let luminaries be in the
expanse of the heavens, to make a separation between the day and the night, then they have been

15
for signs, and for seasons, and for days and years,  and they have been for luminaries in the

16
expanse of the heavensto givelight upon theearth:” anditisso.  And God maketh the two great
luminaries, the great luminary for the rule of the day, and the small luminary -- and the stars -- for

17
therule of the night;  and God giveth them in the expanse of the heavens to give light upon the

18
earth, and to rule over day and over night, and to make a separation between the light and the
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19
darkness; and God seeth that [itis] good;  and there is an evening, and there isamorning -- day

fourth.  And God saith, "Let the waters teem with the teeming living creature, and fowl let fly

21
on the earth on the face of the expanse of the heavens.”  And God prepareth the great monsters,
and every living creature that is cregping, which the waters have teemed with, after their kind, and

22
every fowl with wing, after its kind, and God seeth that [it is] good. = And God blesseth them,
saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and the fowl let multiply in the

24
earth.”  and thereis an evening, and thereisamorning -- day fifth.  And God saith, "Let the
earth bring forth the living creature after its kind, cattle and creeping thing, and beast of the earth

25
after itskind:” and itisso.  And God maketh the beast of the earth after its kind, and the cattle
after their kind, and every creeping thing of the ground after its kind, and God seeth that [it is]

26
good. And God saith, "Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness, and let them
rule over fish of the sea, and over fowl of the heavens, and over cattle, and over all the earth, and

27
over every creeping thing that is creeping on the earth.”  And God prepareth the man in His

28
image; in the image of God He prepared him, amale and afemale He prepared them.  And God
blesseth them, and God saith to them, "Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it,
and rule over fish of the sea, and over fowl of the heavens, and over every living thing that is

29
creeping upontheearth.”  And God saith, "L o, | have givento you every herb sowing seed, which
[is] upon the face of al the earth, and every tree in which [is] the fruit of atree sowing seed, to you

30
itisfor food; and to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the heavens, and to every
creeping thing on the earth, in which [is] breath of life, every green herb [is] for food:” and it is so.

And God seeth al that He hath done, and lo, very good; and there is an evening, and thereisa
morning -- day the sixth.

Chapter 2
1 _ 2
And the heavens and the earth are completed, and all their host; and God compl eteth by the
seventh day Hiswork which He hath made, and ceaseth by the seventh day from all Hiswork which
3

He hath made. And God blesseth the seventh day, and sanctifiethiit, for in it He hath ceased from

4
all Hiswork which God had prepared for making. These [are] births of the heavens and of the

5
earth in their being prepared, in the day of Jehovah God's making earth and heavens, and no
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shrub of the field is yet in the earth, and no herb of the field yet sprouteth, for Jehovah God hath
6
not rained upon the earth, and a man there is not to serve the ground, and a mist goeth up from

the earth, and hath watered the whole face of the ground. And Jehovah God formeth the man --
dust from the ground, and breatheth into his nostrils breath of life, and the man becometh aliving

creature.  And Jehovah God planteth a garden in Eden, at the east, and He setteth there the man

whom He hath formed; and Jehovah God causeth to sprout from the ground every tree desirable
for appearance, and good for food, and the tree of life in the midst of the garden, and the tree of

knowledge of good and evil. 10A nd ariver is going out from Eden to water the garden, and from
thence it is parted, and hath become four chief [rivers]; 11the name of the one [is] Pison, it [is]
that which is surrounding the whole land of the Havilah where the gold [ig], 12and the gold of that
land [is] good, there [is] the bdolach and the shoham stone; ! and the name of the second river

And
Jehovah God taketh the man, and causeth him to rest in the garden of Eden, to serveit, and to keep

it.  And Jehovah God layeth a charge on the man, saying, "Of every tree of the garden eating

thou dost eat;  and of the tree of knowledge of good and evil, thou dost not eat of it, for in the
18
day of thine eating of it -- dying thou dost die.”  And Jehovah God saith, "Not good for the man

to be aone, | do make to him an helper -- as his counterpart.”  And Jehovah God formeth from
the ground every beast of the field, and every fowl of the heavens, and bringeth in unto the man,

to seewhat he doth call it; and whatever the man calleth aliving creature, that [is] itsname.  And
the man calleth names to all the cattle, and to fowl of the heavens, and to every beast of the field,;

21
and to man hath not been found an helper -- ashiscounterpart.  And Jehovah God causeth adeep
sleep to fall upon the man, and he sleegpeth, and He taketh one of hisribs, and closeth up fleshin

22
itsstead.  And Jehovah God buildeth up the rib which He hath taken out of the man into awoman,

and bringeth her in unto the man;  and the man saith, "This [is] the [proper] step! bone of my
bone, and flesh of my flesh!™ for thisit is called Woman, for from a man hath this been taken;

therefore doth a man leave his father and his mother, and hath cleaved unto his wife, and they

have become one flesh.  And they are both of them naked, the man and his wife, and they are
not ashamed of themselves.
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Chapter 3

1
And the serpent hath been subtile above every beast of the field which Jehovah God hath

made, and he saith unto the woman, "Isit true that God hath said, Y e do not eat of every tree of the

garden?  And the woman saith unto the serpent, “Of the fruit of the trees of the garden we do eat,
3
and of the fruit of the tree which [is] in the midst of the garden God hath said, Y e do not eat of it,

nor touch it, lest yedie.” And the serpent saith unto the woman, "Dying, yedo not die, for God
doth know that in the day of your eating of it -- your eyes have been opened, and ye have been as

God, knowing good and evil." And the woman seeth that the tree [is] good for food, and that it
[is] pleasant to the eyes, and the tree is desirable to make [one] wise, and she taketh of itsfruit and

7
eateth, and giveth aso to her husband with her, and he doth eat; and the eyes of them both are
opened, and they know that they [are] naked, and they sew fig-leaves, and make to themselves

8
girdles. Andthey hear the sound of Jehovah God walking up and down in the garden at the breeze
of the day, and the man and his wife hide themselves from the face of Jehovah God in the midst of

the trees of the garden. And Jehovah God calleth unto the man, and saith to him, "Where [art]

thou?  and hesaith, "Thy sound | have heard in the garden, and | am afraid, for | am naked, and

| hide myself.”  And He saith, "Who hath declared to thee that thou [art] naked? of the tree of

hast done this, cursed [art] thou above all the cattle, and above every beast of the field: on thy belly

dost thou go, and dust thou dost eat, all days of thy life;  and enmity | put between thee and the

woman, and between thy seed and her seed; he doth bruise thee -- the head, and thou dost bruise

him--theheel.”  Untothewoman Hesaid, ‘Multiplying | multiply thy sorrow and thy conception,
in sorrow dost thou bear children, and toward thy husband [is] thy desire, and he doth rule over

thee.”  And tothe man He said, "Because thou hast hearkened to the voice of thy wife, and dost
eat of the tree concerning which | have charged thee, saying, Thou dost not eat of it, cursed [is] the
ground on thine account; in sorrow thou dost eat of it all daysof thy life,  and thorn and bramble

19
it doth bring forth to thee, and thou hast eaten the herb of thefield; by the sweat of thy face thou
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dost eat bread till thy return unto the ground, for out of it hast thou been taken, for dust thou [art],
20
and unto dust thou turnest back.”  And the man calleth his wife's name Eve: for she hath been
21
mother of al living.  And Jehovah God doth make to the man and to his wife coats of skin, and

22
doth clothethem.  And Jehovah God saith, "L o, the man was as one of Us, as to the knowledge
of good and evil; and now, lest he send forth his hand, and have taken also of the tree of life, and

23
eaten, and livedtotheage,” --  Jehovah God sendeth him forth from the garden of Eden to serve

24
the ground from which he hath been taken;  yea, he casteth out the man, and causeth to dwell at
the east of the garden of Eden the cherubs and the flame of the sword which isturning itself round
to guard the way of thetree of life.

Chapter 4

And theman knew Eve hiswife, and she conceiveth and beareth Cain, and saith, "I have gotten

aman by Jehovah;” and she addeth to bear his brother, even Abel. And Abel isfeeding aflock,

and Cain hath been servant of the ground. And it cometh to pass at the end of days that Cain

bringeth from the fruit of the ground a present to Jehovah; and Abel, he hath brought, he also,

-- 1?7 And He saith, "What hast thou done? the voice of thy brother’s blood is crying unto Me

fromtheground;  and now, cursed [art] thou from the ground, which hath opened her mouth to

receive the blood of thy brother from thy hand;  when thou tillest the ground, it doth not add to

13
give its strength to thee -- a wanderer, even a trembling one, thou art in the earth.”  And Cain
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14
saith unto Jehovah, "Greater is my punishment than to be borne; 1o, Thou hast driven me to-day
from off the face of the ground, and from Thy face | am hid; and | have been a wanderer, even a

15
trembling one, inthe earth, and it hath been -- every onefinding medoth slay me.”  And Jehovah
saith to him, "Therefore -- of any dlayer of Cain sevenfold it is required;” and Jehovah setteth to

16
Cain atoken that nonefinding him doth slay him.  And Cain goeth out from before Jehovah, and

17
dwellethintheland, moving about east of Eden;  and Cain knoweth hiswife, and she conceiveth,
and beareth Enoch; and he is building a city, and he calleth the name of the city, according to the

name of his son -- Enoch. 18And born to Enoch is Irad; and Irad hath begotten Mehujael; and
Mehujael hath begotten Methusael; and Methusael hath begotten Lamech. 19And Lamech taketh
to himself two wives, the name of the one Adah, and the name of the second Zillah. 20A nd Adah
beareth Jabal, he hath been father of those inhabiting tents and purchased possessions, 21and the

22
name of his brother [is] Jubal, he hath been father of every one handling harp and organ.  And
Zillah she aso bare Tubal-Cain, an instructor of every artificer in brass and iron; and a sister of

23
Tubal-Cain [is] Naamah.  And Lamech saith to hiswives. -- "Adah and Zillah, hear my voice;
Wives of Lamech, give ear [to] my saying: For a man | have slain for my wound, Even a young

24
man for my hurt;  For sevenfold isrequired for Cain, And for Lamech seventy and sevenfold.”
5
And Adam again knoweth his wife, and she beareth a son, and calleth his name Seth, “for God

26
hath appointed for me another seed instead of Abel:” for Cain had dain him.  And to Seth, to
him al so ason hath been born, and he calleth his name Enos; then abeginning was made of preaching
in the name of Jehovah.

Chapter 5

This[is] an account of the births of Adam: In the day of God's preparing man, in the likeness
2
of God He hath made him; amale and a female He hath prepared them, and He blesseth them,

3
and calleth their name Man, in the day of their being prepared. And Adam liveth an hundred and
thirty years, and begetteth [ason] in hislikeness, according to hisimage, and calleth his name Seth.

And the days of Adam after his begetting Seth are eight hundred years, and he begetteth sons and
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daughters. 5And all the days of Adam which he lived are nine hundred and thirty years, and he
dieth.

9And Enos liveth ninety years, and
begetteth Cainan. 10And Enos liveth after his begetting Cainan eight hundred and fifteen years,
and begetteth sons and daughters. 11A nd all the days of Enos are nine hundred and five years, and
he dieth. 12A nd Cainan liveth seventy years, and begetteth Mahalaled!. 13And Cainan liveth after
his begetting Mahalaledl eight hundred and forty years, and begetteth sons and daughters. 14And
all the days of Cainan are nine hundred and ten years, and he dieth. 15A nd Mahalaled liveth five
and sixty years, and begetteth Jared. 16A nd Mahalaleel liveth after his begetting Jared elght hundred
and thirty years, and begetteth sons and daughters. 17And al the days of Mahalaleel are eight
hundred and ninety and five years, and he dieth. 18And Jared liveth an hundred and sixty and two
years, and begetteth Enoch. 19A nd Jared liveth after his begetting Enoch eight hundred years, and
begetteth sonsand daughters. 20A nd all the days of Jared are nine hundred and sixty and two years,

21 22
and hedieth.  And Enoch liveth five and sixty years, and begetteth Methuselah.  And Enoch
walketh habitually with God after his begetting M ethusel ah three hundred years, and begetteth sons

23 24
and daughters.  And all the days of Enoch are three hundred and sixty and fiveyears.  And

25
Enoch walketh habitually with God, and he is not, for God hath taken him.  And Methuselah

26
liveth an hundred and eighty and seven years, and begetteth Lamech.  And Methuselah liveth
after his begetting Lamech seven hundred and eighty and two years, and begetteth sons and

27
daughters.  And al the days of Methuselah are nine hundred and sixty and nine years, and he

28 29
dieth.  And Lamech liveth an hundred and eighty and two years, and begetteth ason, and

calleth his name Noah, saying, "This[one] doth comfort us concerning our work, and concerning

30
the labour of our hands, because of the ground which Jehovah hath cursed.”  And Lamech liveth
after his begetting Noah five hundred and ninety and five years, and begetteth sons and daughters.

32
And all thedaysof Lamech are seven hundred and seventy and seven years, and hedieth.  And
Noah isason of five hundred years, and Noah begetteth Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

26A nd Terah liveth seventy years, and begetteth Abram, Nahor,
and Haran. 27And these [arg] births of Terah: Terah hath begotten Abram, Nahor, and Haran; and
Haran hath begotten Lot; 28and Haran dieth in the presence of Terah hisfather, in the land of his

her, and lieth with her, and humbleth her; 3and his soul cleaveth to Dinah, daughter of Jacob, and
he loveth the young person, and speaketh unto the heart of the young person.

speaketh unto Hamor his father, saying, "Take for me this damsel for awife.” And Jacob hath
heard that he hath defiled Dinah his daughter, and his sons were with his cattle in the field, and

with him; and the sons of Jacob came in from the field when they heard, and the men grieve

him do Esau and Jacab his sons.

Chapter 36

and afterwards hath his brother come out, on whose hand [is] the scarlet thread, and he calleth

his name Zarah.

And it
cometh to pass, in those days, that Mosesis grown, and he goeth out unto his brethren, and looketh
on their burdens, and seeth a man, an Egyptian, smiting a man, a Hebrew, [one] of his brethren,

and he turneth hither and thither, and seeth that there is no man, and smiteth the Egyptian, and

hidethhiminthesand.  And he goeth out on the second day, and o, two men, Hebrews, striving!

And it cometh to pass during these many days, that the king of Egypt dieth, and the sons of Israel

sigh because of the service, and cry, and their cry goeth up unto God, because of the service;  and
God heareth their groaning, and God remembereth His covenant with Abraham, with Isaac, and

with Jacob;  and God seeth the sons of Israel, and God knoweth.

Chapter 3

And Moses hath been feeding the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, priest of Midian, and he

leadeth the flock behind the wilderness, and cometh in unto the mount of God, to Horeb; and
there appeareth unto him a messenger of Jehovah in a flame of fire, out of the midst of the bush,

and he seeth, and lo, the bush is burning with fire, and the bush is not consumed. And Moses

the Egyptians, and to cause it to go up out of the land, unto a land good and broad, unto a land

And God
saith again unto Moses, "Thus dost thou say unto the sons of Israel, Jehovah, God of your fathers,
God of Abraham, God of Isaac, and God of Jacob, hath sent me unto you; this[is] My name -- to

the age, and this My memorial, to generation -- generation.  "Go, and thou hast gathered the
elders of Israel, and hast said unto them: Jehovah, God of your fathers, hath appeareth unto me,
God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, saying, | have certainly inspected you, and that which is done

toyouin Egypt; and | say, | bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt, unto the land of the
Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite, unto

aland flowing [with] milk and honey.  "And they have hearkened to thy voice, and thou hast
entered, thou and the elders of Israel, unto the king of Egypt, and ye have said unto him, Jehovah,

And Moses answereth and saith, "And, if they do not give credence to me, nor hearken to my

voice, and say, Jehovah hath not appeared unto thee?  And Jehovah saith unto him, "What [is]

thisin thy hand?" and he saith, "A rod;” and He saith, "Cast it to the earth;” and he casteth it to

of their fathers, hath appeared unto thee, God of Abraham, God of Isaac, and God of Jacob.” And
Jehovah saith to him again, "Put in, | pray thee, thy hand into thy bosom;™ and he putteth in his

hand into his bosom, and he bringeth it out, and lo, his hand [is] leprous as snow; and He saith,

"Put back thy hand unto thy bosom;™ and he putteth back his hand unto his bosom, and he bringeth

it out from his bosom, and lo, it hath turned back as his flesh -- "-- and it hath come to pass, if
they do not give credenceto thee, and hearken not to the voice of thefirst sign, that they have given

against Moses, and He saith, “Is not Aaron the Levite thy brother? | have known that he speaketh
well, and aso, lo, he is coming out to meet thee; when he hath seen thee, then he hath rejoiced in

hisheart, and thou hast spoken unto him, and hast set the wordsin his mouth, and I -- | am with

thy mouth, and with his mouth, and have directed you that whichyedo;  and he, he hath spoken
for thee unto the people, and it hath come to pass, he -- heisto thee for a mouth, and thou -- thou

art to himfor God;  and thisrod thou dost take in thy hand, with which thou doest the signs.”

And Moses goeth and turneth back unto Jethro his father-in-law, and saith to him, "Let me go,
| pray thee, and | turn back unto my brethren who [are] in Egypt, and | see whether they are yet

alive.” And Jethro saithto Moses, ‘Goinpeace.  And Jehovah saith unto Mosesin Midian, "Go,

20
turn back to Egypt, for al the men have died who seek thy life;”  and Moses taketh hiswife, and
his sons, and causeth them to ride on the ass, and turneth back to the land of Egypt, and Moses

21
taketh therod of God in hishand.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "In thy going to turn back to
Egypt, see-- all thewonderswhich | have put in thy hand -- that thou hast done them before Pharaoh,

22
and | -- | strengthen his heart, and he doth not send the people away;  and thou hast said unto

23
Pharaoh, Thus said Jehovah, My son, My first-born [is] Israel,  and | say unto thee, Send away
My son, and he doth serve Me; and -- thou dost refuse to send him away -- o, | am slaying thy son,

thy first-born.”  And it cometh to passin the way, in alodging place, that Jehovah meeteth him,

and seeketh to put him to death;  and Zipporah taketh a flint, and cutteth off the foreskin of her
son, and causeth [it] to touch his feet, and saith, "Surely a bridegroom of blood [art] thou to me;

and He desisteth from him: then she said, "A bridegroom of blood,” in reference to the
circumcision.  And Jehovah saith unto Aaron, “Go to meet Moses into the wilderness;” and he

goeth, and meeteth him in the mount of God, and kisseth him,  and Moses declareth to Aaron
all thewords of Jehovah with which He hath sent him, and all the signswith which He hath charged

him.  And Mosesgoeth -- Aaron also -- and they gather all the elders of thesonsof Israel, and

burdens!” And Pharaoh commandeth, on that day, the exactors among the people and itsauthorities,

saying, Yedo not add to give straw to the people for the making of the bricks, as heretofore --

8
they go and have gathered straw for themselves; and the proper quantity of the bricks which they
are making heretofore ye do put on them, ye do not diminish fromit, for they are remiss, therefore

9
they are crying, saying, Let usgo, let ussacrificeto our God; let the service be heavy on the men,

and let them work at it, and not be dazzled by lying words.” 10A nd the exactors of the people, and
its authorities, go out, and speak unto the people, saying, "Thus said Pharaoh, | do not give you
straw, 11ye -- goye, takefor yourselves straw whereyefind [it], for thereis nothing of your service
diminished.” 12And the peopleis scattered over all the land of Egypt, to gather stubble for straw,
and the exactors are making haste, saying, ‘Complete your works, the matter of aday initsday,

14
aswhenthereisstraw.”  And the authorities of the sons of Israel, whom the exactors of Pharaoh
have placed over them, are beaten, saying, "Wherefore have ye not completed your portion in

15
making brick as heretofore, both yesterday andto-day?  And the authorities of the sons of Israel

come in and cry unto Pharaoh, saying, "Why dost thou thus to thy servants?  Straw is not given
to thy servants, and they are saying to us, Make bricks, and lo, thy servants are smitten -- and thy

people hath sinned.” 17A nd he saith, "Remiss -- ye are remiss, therefore ye are saying, Let us go,
let us sacrifice to Jehovah;  and now, go, serve; and straw is not given to you, and the measure
of bricksyedo give." 19And the authorities of the sons of Israel seethem in affliction, saying, 'Ye
do not diminish from your bricks; the matter of a day in its day. 20And they meet Moses and

Aaron standing to meet them, in their coming out from Pharaoh,  and say unto them, "Jehovah
look upon you, and judge, because ye have caused our fragrance to stink in the eyes of Pharaoh,

and in the eyes of his servants -- to give asword into their hand to slay us.”  And Moses turneth
back unto Jehovah, and saith, "Lord, why hast Thou done evil to this people? why [is] this?-- Thou

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "Now dost thou see that which | do to Pharaoh, for with a
strong hand he doth send them away, yea, with a strong hand he doth cast them out of hisland.”

And God speaketh unto M oses, and saith unto him, “I [am] Jehovah, and | appear unto Abraham,
unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, as God Almighty; as to My name Jehovah, | have not been known to

them; and aso | have established My covenant with them, to give to them the land of Canaan,

the land of their sojournings, wherein they have sojourned; and also | have heard the groaning
of the sons of Israel, whom the Egyptians are causing to serve, and | remember My covenant.

“Therefore say to the sons of Israel, | [am] Jehovah, and | have brought you out from under the
burdens of the Egyptians, and have delivered you from their service, and have redeemed you by a

stretched-out arm, and by great judgments, and have taken you to Me for a people, and | have
been to you for God, and ye have known that | [am] Jehovah your God, who is bringing you out

from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and | have brought you in unto the land which | have
lifted up My hand to give it to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob, and have given it to you -- a

possession; | [am] Jehovah.” And Moses speaketh so unto the sons of Israel, and they hearkened

unto me, and how doth Pharaoh hear me, and | of uncircumcised lips?  And Jehovah speaketh
unto Moses, and unto Aaron, and chargeth them for the sons of Israel, and for Pharaoh king of

Egypt, to bring out the sons of Israel from the land of Egypt.  These [are] heads of the house of
their fathers: Sons of Reuben first-born of Israel [are] Hanoch, and Phallu, Hezron, and Carmi:

these [are] families of Reuben.  And sons of Simeon [are] Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and

Jachin, and Zohar, and Shaul, son of the Canaanitess: these [are] familiesof Simeon.  And these
[are] the names of the sons of Levi, as to their births: Gershon, and Kohath, and Merari: and the

years of the life of Levi [are] ahundred and thirty and seven years.  The sons of Gershon [are]

Libni, and Shimi, as to their families. ~ And the sons of Kohath [are] Amram, and |zhar, and
Hebron, and Uzziel: and the years of the life of Kohath [are] a hundred and thirty and three years.

And the sons of Merari [are] Mahli and Mushi: these [are] families of Levi, asto their births.

And Amram taketh Jochebed his aunt to himself for a wife, and she beareth to him Aaron and

Moses: and the years of the life of Amram [are] a hundred and thirty and seven years. 21And sons
of 1zhar [are] Korah, and Nepheg, and Zichri. 22And sons of Uzziel [are] Mishael, and Elzaphan,
and Sithri. 23And Aaron taketh Elisheba daughter of Amminadab, sister of Naashon, to himself
for awife, and she beareth to him Nadab, and Abihu, Eleazar, and Ithamar. 24And sons of Korah

25
[are] Assir, and Elkanah, and Abiasaph: these [are] familiesof theKorhite.  And Eleazar, Aaron's
son, hath taken to him [one] of the daughters of Putiel for awife to himself, and she beareth to him

26
Phinehas: these [are] heads of the fathers of the Levites, asto their families.  This[is] Aaron --
and Moses -- to whom Jehovah said, 'Bring ye out the sons of Isragl from the land of Egypt, by

27
their hosts;”  these are they who are speaking unto Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring out the sons
28
of Israel from Egypt, this[is] Moses-- and Aaron.  And it cometh to passin the day of Jehovah's
29
speaking unto Moses in the land of Egypt,  that Jehovah speaketh unto Moses, saying, | [am]

Jehovah, speak unto Pharaoh king of Egypt all that | am speaking unto thee.”  And Moses saith
before Jehovah, "Lo, | [am] of uncircumcised lips, and how doth Pharaoh hearken unto me?

Chapter 7

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "See, | have given thee agod to Pharaoh, and Aaron thy brother

isthy prophet; thou -- thou dost speak all that | command thee, and Aaron thy brother doth speak

unto Pharaoh, and he hath sent the sons of Israel out of hisland. “And | harden the heart of

Pharaoh, and have multiplied My signs and My wondersin the land of Egypt, and Pharaoh doth
not hearken, and | have put My hand on Egypt, and have brought out My hosts, My people, the

sons of Israel, from the land of Egypt by great judgments;, and the Egyptians have known that |
[am] Jehovah, in My stretching out My hand against Egypt; and | have brought out the sons of
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Israel from their midst.” 6And Moses doth -- Aaron also -- as Jehovah commanded them; so have
they done; 7and Moses [is] a son of eighty years, and Aaron [is] a son of eighty and three years,
in their speaking unto Pharaoh. 8And Jehovah speaketh unto Moses and unto Aaron, saying,

am smiting all thy border with frogs, and the River hath teemed [with] frogs, and they have gone
up and gone into thy house, and into the inner-chamber of thy bed, and on thy couch, and into the

yea, on thee, and on thy people, and on all thy servants do the frogs go up.” And Jehovah saith

unto Moses, “Say unto Aaron, Stretch out thy hand, with thy rod, against the streams, against the

And
Aaron stretcheth out his hand against the waters of Egypt, and the frog cometh up, and covereth

the land of Egypt; and the scribes do so with their flashings, and cause the frogs to come up

against the land of Egypt. And Pharaoh calleth for Moses and for Aaron, and saith, "Make
supplication unto Jehovah, that he turn aside the frogs from me, and from my people, and | send

the people away, and they sacrifice to Jehovah.” And Moses saith to Pharaoh, "Beautify thyself
over me; when do | make supplication for thee, and for thy servants, and for thy people, to cut off

the frogs from thee and from thy houses -- only in the River they do remain?  and he saith,
“To-morrow.” And he saith, According to thy word [it is], so that thou knowest that there is none

like Jehovah our God, and thefrogs have turned aside from thee, and from thy houses, and from

thy servants, and from thy people; only in the River they doremain.”  And Moses -- Aaron aso

-- goeth out from Pharaoh, and M oses crieth unto Jehovah, concerning the matter of thefrogswhich
He hath set on Pharaoh; 13and Jehovah doth according to the word of Moses, and the frogs die
out of the houses, out of the courts, and out of the fields, 14and they heap them up together, and
the land stinketh. 15And Pharaoh seeth that there hath been a respite, and he hath hardened his

heart, and hath not hearkened unto them, as Jehovah hath spoken.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses,
"Say unto Aaron, Stretch out thy rod, and smite the dust of the land, and it hath become gnats in

as Jehovah hath spoken.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "Rise early in the morning, and station
thyself before Pharaoh, 10, he is going out to the waters, and thou hast said unto him, Thus said

Jehovah, Send My people away, and they serve Me;  for, if thou art not sending My people away,
lo, I am sending against thee, and against thy servants, and against thy people, and against thy
houses, the beetle, and the houses of the Egyptians have been full of the beetle, and al so the ground

22
onwhichthey are.  "And | have separated in that day the land of Goshen, in which My people
are staying, that the beetle is not there, so that thou knowest that | [am] Jehovah in the midst of the

23
land, and | have put a division between My people and thy people: to-morrow is this sign.”

4
And Jehovah doth so, and the grievous beetle entereth the house of Pharaoh, and the house of
his servants, and in al the land of Egypt the land is corrupted from the presence of the beetle.

And Pharaoh calleth unto Moses and to Aaron, and saith, “Go, sacrificeto your God intheland;

26
and Moses saith, "Not right to do so, for the abomination of the Egyptians we do sacrifice to

Jehovah our God; lo, we sacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians before their eyes -- and they
7
donotstoneus! A journey of three dayswe go into the wilderness, and have sacrificed to Jehovah
28
our God, as He saithuntous.”  And Pharaoh saith, "I send you away, and ye have sacrificed to

29
Jehovah your God in the wilderness, only go not very far off; make ye supplicationfor me;”  and

Moses saith, "Lo, | am going out from thee, and have made supplication unto Jehovah, and the
beetle hath turned aside from Pharaoh, from his servants, and from his people -- to-morrow, only

let not Pharaoh add to deceive -- in not sending the people away to sacrifice to Jehovah.” And

31
Moses goeth out from Pharaoh, and maketh supplication unto Jehovah, and Jehovah doth
according to the word of Moses, and turneth aside the beetle from Pharaoh, from his servants, and

32
from his people -- there hath not been left one;  and Pharaoh hardeneth hisheart also at thistime,
and hath not sent the people away.

Chapter 9
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1
And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "Go in unto Pharaoh, and thou hast spoken unto him, Thus

said Jehovah, God of the Hebrews, Send My people away, and they serve me, for, if thou art

3
refusing to send away, and art still keeping hold upon them, lo, the hand of Jehovah is on thy
cattle which [are] in the field, on horses, on asses, on camels, on herd, and on flock -- a pestilence

very grievous. “And Jehovah hath separated between the cattle of Israel and the cattle of Egypt,

and there doth not die athing of al the sons of Israel’s; and Jehovah setteth an appointed time,

saying, To-morrow doth Jehovah do thisthing in theland.” And Jehovah doth this thing on the
morrow, and all the cattle of Egypt die, and of the cattle of the sons of Israel not one hath died;

and Pharaoh sendeth, and |o, not even one of the cattle of | sragl hath died, and the heart of Pharaoh

is hard, and he hath not sent the people away. And Jehovah saith unto Moses and unto Aaron,
"Take to you the fulness of your hands [of] soot of a furnace, and Moses hath sprinkled it towards

9
the heavens, before the eyes of Pharaoh, and it hath become small dust over al theland of Egypt,
and it hath become on man and on cattle aboil breaking forth [with] blains, inal theland of Egypt.”

And they take the soot of the furnace, and stand before Pharaoh, and M oses sprinkleth it towards

11
the heavens, and it is a boil [with] blains, breaking forth, on man and on beast;  and the scribes
have not been able to stand before M oses, because of the boil, for the boil hath been on the scribes,

12
and on all the Egyptians.  And Jehovah strengtheneth the heart of Pharaoh, and he hath not

13
hearkened unto them, as Jehovah hath spokenunto Moses.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "Rise
early in the morning, and station thyself before Pharaoh, and thou hast said unto him, Thus said

Jehovah, God of the Hebrews, Send My people away, and they serve Me,  for, at thistime | am

sending al My plagues unto thy heart, and on thy servants, and on thy people, so that thou knowest
15
that there is none like Mein al the earth,  for now | have put forth My hand, and | smite thee,

and thy people, with pestilence, and thou art hidden from the earth.  "And yet for this | have
caused thee to stand, so as to show thee My power, and for the sake of declaring My Namein all

theearth;  still thou art exalting thyself against My people -- so as not to send them away; |o,

| am raining about [this] time to-morrow hail very grievous, such as hath not been in Egypt, even

from the day of its being founded, even until now.  “And, now, send, strengthen thy cattle and
all that thou hast in the field; every man and beast which isfound in the field, and is not gathered

20
into the house -- come down on them hath the hail, and they have died.”  Hewho isfearing the
word of Jehovah among the servants of Pharaoh hath caused his servants and his cattle to flee unto
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21
thehouses;  and he who hath not set his heart unto the word of Jehovah leaveth his servants and

hiscattleinthefield.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses, " Stretch forth thy hand towards the heavens,
and thereis hail in all theland of Egypt, on man, and on beast, and on every herb of the field in the

land of Egypt.”  And Moses stretcheth out his rod towards the heavens, and Jehovah hath given
voices and hail, and fire goeth towards the earth, and Jehovah raineth hail on the land of Egypt,

and there is hail, and fire catching itself in the midst of the hail, very grievous, such as hath not

been in al the land of Egypt since it hath become anation.  And the hail smiteth in all the land
of Egypt al that [ig] in the field, from man even unto beast, and every herb of the field hath the

hail smitten, and every tree of the field it hath broken;  only in the land of Goshen, where the

27
sons of Israel [are], there hath been no hail.  And Pharaoh sendeth, and calleth for Moses and
for Aaron, and saith unto them, "I have sinned this time, Jehovah [is] the Righteous, and | and my

people [are] the Wicked,  make ye supplication unto Jehovah, and plead that there be no voices

of God and hail, and | send you away, and ye add not to remain.” And Moses saith unto him,
"At my going out of the city, | spread my palms unto Jehovah -- the voices cease, and the halil is

not any more, so that thou knowest that the earth [is] Jehovah's,  but thou and thy servants -- |

have known that ye are not yet afraid of the face of Jehovah God.”  And the flax and the barley

have been smitten, for the barley [is] budding, and the flax forming flowers,  and the wheat and

the rye have not been smitten, for they arelate.  And Moses goeth out from Pharaoh, [from] the
city, and spreadeth his hands unto Jehovah, and the voices and the hail cease, and rain hath not

been poured out to the earth;  and Pharaoh seeth that the rain hath ceased, and the hail and the

voices, and he continueth to sin, and hardeneth his heart, he and his servants;  and the heart of
Pharaoh is strong, and he hath not sent the sons of Israel away, as Jehovah hath spoken by the hand
of Moses.

Chapter 10

And Jehovah saith unto Moses, “Go in unto Pharaoh, for | have declared hard his heart, and

the heart of his servants, so that | set these My signsin their midst, and so that thou recountest
in the ears of thy son, and of thy son’s son, that which | have done in Egypt, and My signs which

| have set among them, and ye have known that | [am] Jehovah.” And Moses comethin-- Aaron
also -- unto Pharaoh, and they say unto him, "Thus said Jehovah, God of the Hebrews, Until when

hast thou refused to be humbled at My presence? send My people away, and they serve Me, for
if thou art refusing to send My people away, 1o, | am bringing in to-morrow the locust into thy

border, and it hath covered the eye of the land, and none is able to see the land, and it hath eaten
the remnant of that which is escaped, which isleft to you from the hail, and it hath eaten every tree

6
which is springing for you out of thefield; and they have filled thy houses, and the houses of all
thy servants, and the houses of all the Egyptians, which neither thy fathers nor thy father's fathers
have seen, since the day of their being on the ground unto this day,” -- and he turneth and goeth

7
out from Pharaoh. And the servants of Pharaoh say unto him, “Until when doth this[one] become
a snare to us? send the men away, and they serve Jehovah their God; knowest thou not yet that

8
Egypt hath perished? And Moses is brought back -- Aaron aso -- unto Pharaoh, and he saith

unto them, “Go, serve Jehovah your God; -- who and who [are] those going? And Moses saith,
"With our young ones, and with our aged ones, we go, with our sons, and with our daughters, with

our flock, and our herd, we go, for we have afestival to Jehovah.”  And he saith unto them, 'Be
it so, Jehovah [be] with you when | send you and your infants away; see -- for evil [is] before your

faces;  not so! go now, ye who [are] men, and serve Jehovah, for that ye are seeking;” and [oneg]

casteth them out from the presence of Pharaoh.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses, “Stretch out thy
hand against the land of Egypt for the locust, and it goeth up against the land of Egypt, and doth

eat every herb of theland -- al that the hail hath left.”  And Moses stretcheth out hisrod against
the land of Egypt, and Jehovah hath led an east wind over the land all that day, and all the night;

the morning hath been, and the east wind hath lifted up the locust. =~ And the locust goeth up
against all the land of Egypt, and resteth in all the border of Egypt -- very grievous. before it there

hath not been such alocust asit, and after it thereisnone such;  and it covereth the eye of al the
land, and the land is darkened; and it eateth every herb of the land, and all the fruit of the trees
which the hail hath left, and there hath not been left any green thing in the trees, or in the herb of

the field, in al the land of Egypt.  And Pharaoh hasteth to call for Moses and for Aaron, and

saith, "I have sinned against Jehovah your God, and against you,  and now, bear with, | pray you,
my sin, only thistime, and make ye supplication to Jehovah your God, that He turn aside from off

me only thisdeath.”  And he goeth out from Pharaoh, and maketh supplication unto Jehovah,

and Jehovah turneth a very strong sea wind, and it lifteth up the locust, and bloweth it into the

Red Sea-- there hath not been | eft onelocust in all the border of Egypt;  and Jehovah strengtheneth

21
the heart of Pharaoh, and he hath not sent the sonsof Israel avay.  And Jehovah saith unto M oses,
“Stretch out thy hand towards the heavens, and there is darkness over the land of Egypt, and the

darknessisfelt.” And Moses stretcheth out his hand towards the heavens, and there is darkness

23
-- thick darknessin al the land of Egypt three days;,  they have not seen one another, and none
hath risen from his place three days; and to all the sons of Israel there hath been light in their

24
dwellings.”  And Pharaoh calleth unto Moses and saith, "Go ye, serve Jehovah, only your flock
and your herd are stayed, your infantsalso gowithyou;”  and Moses saith, "Thou also dost give

26
in our hand sacrifices and burnt-offerings, and we have prepared for Jehovah our God;  and also
our cattle doth go with us, thereis not left a hoof, for from it we do take to serve Jehovah our God;

27
and we -- we know not how we do serve Jehovah till our going thither.” And Jehovah

28
strengtheneth the heart of Pharaoh, and he hath not been willing to sendthemaway;  and Pharaoh
saith to him, "Go from me, take heed to thyself, add not to see my face, for in the day thou seest

29
my facethou diest;”  and Moses saith, "Rightly hast thou spoken, | add not any more to see thy
face.”

Chapter 11
And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "One plague more | do bring in on Pharaoh, and on Egypt,
afterwards he doth send you away from this; when he is sending you away, he surely casteth you

2
out altogether from this[place]; speak, | pray thee, in the ears of the people, and they ask -- each
man from his neighbour, and each woman from her neighbour, vessels of silver, and vessels of

3
gold.” And Jehovah giveth the grace of the people in the eyes of the Egyptians; also the man
Moses [is] very great in the land of Egypt, in the eyes of the servants of Pharaoh, and in the eyes

4
of the people. And Moses saith, "Thus said Jehovah, About midnight | am going out into the

midst of Egypt, and every first-bornintheland of Egypt hath died, from the first-born of Pharaoh
who is sitting on his throne, unto the first-born of the maid-servant who [is] behind the millstones,

and all the first-born of beasts; and there hath been agreat cry in all the land of Egypt, such as

there hath not been, and such as there is not again. "And against all the sons of Isragl a dog
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sharpeneth not its tongue, from man even unto beast, so that ye know that Jehovah doth make a

separation between the Egyptiansand Israel; and all these thy servants have come down unto me,
and bowed themselves to me, saying, Go out, thou and all the people who [are] at thy feet; and

9
afterwards| do go out;” -- and he goeth out from Pharaoh in the heat of anger. And Jehovah saith
unto Moses, "Pharaoh doth not hearken unto you, so as to multiply My wonders in the land of

Egypt; and Moses and Aaron have done all these wonders before Pharaoh, and Jehovah

strengtheneth Pharaoh's heart, and he hath not sent the sons of Israel out of hisland.

Chapter 12

And Jehovah speaketh unto Moses and unto Aaron, in theland of Egypt, saying, “Thismonth

[is] to you the chief of months -- it [is] the first to you of the months of the year; speak ye unto
all the company of Isragl, saying, In the tenth of this month -- they take to them each man alamb

for the house of the fathers, alamb for ahouse. “(And if the household be too few for a lamb,
then hath he taken, he and his neighbour who is near unto his house, for the number of persons,

each according to his eating ye do count for the lamb,) alamb, a perfect one, amale, ason of a

year, let beto you; from the sheep or from the goatsye do take[it]. “And it hath become acharge
to you, until the fourteenth day of this month, and the whole assembly of the company of Israel

have slaughtered it between the evenings, and they have taken of the blood, and have put on the

two side-posts, and on the lintel over the houses in which they eat it. “And they have eaten the

flesh in this night, roast with fire; with unleavened things and bittersthey do eat it; ye do not eat
of it raw, or boiled at all in water, but roast with fire, its head with its legs, and with its inwards;

and ye do not leave of it till morning, and that which isremaining of it till morning with fireye

doburn.  "And thusye do eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in

12
your hand, and ye have eatenit in haste; it is Jehovah spassover, and | have passed over through
the land of Egypt during this night, and have smitten every first-born in the land of Egypt, from

13
man even unto beast, and on all the gods of Egypt | do judgments; | [am] Jehovah.  "And the
blood hath become a sign for you on the houses where ye[are], and | have seen the blood, and have
passed over you, and a plague is not on you for destruction in My smiting in the land of Egypt.

4
"And this day hath become to you a memorial, and ye have kept it a feast to Jehovah to your
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15
generations; -- astatute age-during; yekeepitafeast.  Seven daysye eat unleavened things; only

-- inthefirst day ye causeleaven to cease out of your houses; for any one eating anything fermented

16
from the first day till the seventh day, even that person hath been cut off from Israel.  "And in
thefirst day [is] aholy convocation, and in the seventh day ye have a holy convocation; any work

17
is not done in them, only that which is eaten by any person -- it aloneis done by you, andye

have observed the unleavened things, for in this self-same day | have brought out your hosts from

18
the land of Egypt, and ye have observed this day to your generations -- astatute age-during.  "In

the first [month], in the fourteenth day of the month, in the evening, ye do eat unleavened things

until the one and twentieth day of the month, at evening;  seven daysleaven isnot found in your
houses, for any [one] eating anything fermented -- that person hath been cut off from the company

20
of Israel, among the sojourners or among the natives of theland;  anything fermented ye do not

21
eat, in al your dwellings ye do eat unleavened things.”  And Moses calleth for all the elders of
Israel, and saith unto them, "Draw out and take for yourselves [from] the flock, for your families,

2
and slaughter the passover-sacrifice;  and ye have taken abunch of hyssop, and have dipped [it]
in the blood which [ig] in the basin, and have struck [it] on the lintel, and on the two side-posts,
from the blood which [is] in the basin, and ye, ye go not out each from the opening of his house

23
till morning.  "And Jehovah hath passed on to smite the Egyptians, and hath seen the blood on
thelintel, and on the two side-posts, and Jehovah hath passed over the opening, and doth not permit

24
the destruction to comeinto your housesto smite.  “And ye have observed thisthing, for astatute

25
to thee, and to thy sons -- unto theage;  and it hath been, when ye come in unto the land which
26
Jehovah giveth to you, as He hath spoken, that ye have kept this service;  and it hath come to

27
pass when your sons say unto you, What [is] thisserviceyehave?  that ye have said, A sacrifice
of passover it [ig] to Jehovah, who passed over the houses of the sons of Isragl in Egypt, in His

28
smiting the Egyptians, and our houses He delivered.”  And the people bow and do obeisance,
and the sons of Israel go and do as Jehovah commanded Moses and Aaron; so have they done.

29
And it cometh to pass, at midnight, that Jehovah hath smitten every first-born in the land of

Egypt, from thefirst-born of Pharaoh who is sitting on histhrone, unto the first-born of the captive

30
who [ig] inthe prison-house, and every first-born of beasts.  And Pharaoh riseth by night, he and
al his servants, and all the Egyptians, and there is a great cry in Egypt, for there is not a house

31
wherethereisnot [one] dead, and he calleth for Moses and for Aaron by night, and saith, "Rise,
go out from the midst of my people, both ye and the sons of Israel, and go, serve Jehovah according
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32
to your word;  both your flock and your herd take ye, as ye have spoken, and go; then ye have
33
blessed also me.”  And the Egyptians are urgent on the people, hasting to send them away out
34
of the land, for they said, 'We are all dead;”  and the people taketh up its dough before it is

35
fermented, their kneading-troughs [are] bound up in their garments on their shoulder.  And the
sons of Israel have done according to the word of Moses, and they ask from the Egyptians vessels

36
of silver and vessels of gold, and garments;  and Jehovah hath given the grace of the peoplein

37
the eyes of the Egyptians, and they cause them to ask, and they spoil the Egyptians.  And the
sons of Israel journey from Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand men on foot, apart

3
frominfants, and agreat rabble also hath gone up with them, and flock and herd -- very much

39
cattle.  Andthey bake with the dough which they have brought out from Egypt unleavened cakes,
for it hath not fermented; for they have been cast out of Egypt, and have not been able to delay,

40
and also provision they have not made for themselves.  And the dwelling of the sons of Israel

41
which they have dwelt in Egypt [is] four hundred and thirty years,  and it cometh to pass, at the
end of four hundred and thirty years -- yea, it cometh to passin this self-same day -- all the hosts

42
of Jehovah have gone out from the land of Egypt. A night of watchings it [is] to Jehovah, to
bring them out from the land of Egypt; it [is] this night to Jehovah of watchings to all the sons of

43
Israel to their generations.  And Jehovah saith unto Moses and Aaron, "This[ig] a statute of the
44
passover; Any son of astranger doth not eat of it;  and any man’s servant, the purchase of money,

when thou hast circumcised him -- then he doth eat of it;  asettler or hired servant doth not eat

of it;  inonehouseit iseaten, thou dost not carry out of the house [any] of the flesh without, and

a bone ye do not break of it;  al the company of Israel do keepit.  "And when a sojourner
sojourneth with thee, and hath made a passover to Jehovah, every male of his[is] to be circumcised,
and then he doth come near to keep it, and he hath been as a native of theland, but any uncircumcised

onedoth not eat of it;  onelaw isto anative, and to asojourner who is sojourning inyour midst.”

And all the sons of Isragl do as Jehovah commanded Moses and Aaron; so have they done.

51
And it cometh to passin this self-same day, Jehovah hath brought out the sons of Israel from the

land of Egypt, by their hosts.
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Chapter 13

1 2
And Jehovah speaketh unto Moses, saying, “Sanctify to Me every first-born, opening any

3
womb among the sons of Isragl, anong man and among beast; it [is] Mine.” And Moses saith
unto the people, "Remember this day [in] which ye have gone out from Egypt, from the house of
servants, for by strength of hand hath Jehovah brought you out from this, and any thing fermented

isnot eaten; To-day ye are going out, in the month of Abib. “And it hath been, when Jehovah

bringeth thee in unto the land of the Canaanite, and of the Hittite, and of the Amorite, and of the
Hivite, and of the Jebusite, which He hath sworn to thy fathersto giveto thee, aland flowing with

milk and honey, that thou hast donethisservicein thismonth. ~Seven daysthou dost eat unleavened

7
things, and in the seventh day [is] afeast to Jehovah; unleavened things are eaten the seven days,
and any thing fermented is not seen with thee; yea, leaven is not seen with thee in all thy border.

8
"And thou hast declared to thy sonin that day, saying, [It is] because of what Jehovah did to me,

9
in my going out from Egypt, and it hath been to thee for a sign on thy hand, and for amemorial
between thine eyes, so that the law of Jehovah isin thy mouth, for by a strong hand hath Jehovah

10
brought thee out from Egypt;  and thou hast kept this statute at its appointed season from days

11
todays. "Andit hath been, when Jehovah bringeth thee in unto the land of the Canaanite, asHe

12
hath sworn to thee and to thy fathers, and hath given it tothee,  that thou hast caused every one

opening a womb to pass over to Jehovah, and every firstling -- the increase of beasts which thou

hast: the males [are] Jehovah's.  "And every firstling of an ass thou dost ransom with a lamb,
and if thou dost not ransom [it], then thou hast beheaded it: and every first-born of man among thy

sonsthou dost ransom.  "And it hath been, when thy son asketh thee hereafter, saying, What [is]

this? that thou hast said unto him, By strength of hand hath Jehovah brought us out from Egypt,

from a house of servants;  yea, it cometh to pass, when Pharaoh hath been pained to send us

away, that Jehovah doth slay every first-born in the land of Egypt, from the first-born of man even
unto the first-born of beast; therefore | am sacrificing to Jehovah all opening a womb who [are]

males, and every first-born of my sons| ransom;  and it hath been for a token on thy hand, and

for frontlets between thine eyes, for by strength of hand hath Jehovah brought us out of Egypt.”

17
And it cometh to passin Pharaoh’s sending the people away, that God hath not led them the way
of the land of the Philistines, for it [is] near; for God said, "Lest the people repent in their seeing

18
war, and have turned back towards Egypt;”  and God turneth round the people the way of the
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wilderness of the Red Sea, and by fifties have the sons of Israel gone up from the land of Egypt.

9
And Moses taketh the bones of Joseph with him, for he certainly caused the sons of Israel to
swear, saying, God doth certainly inspect you, and ye have brought up my bones from this with

you.”  And they journey from Succoth, and encamp in Etham at the extremity of the wilderness,
and Jehovah is going before them by day in a pillar of acloud, to lead them in the way, and by

22
night in a pillar of fire, to give light to them, to go by day and by night;  He removeth not the
pillar of the cloud by day, and the pillar of the fire by night, [from] before the people.

Chapter 14
1 _ 2
And Jehovah speaketh unto Moses, saying, Speak unto the sons of Israel, and they turn
back and encamp before Pi-Hahiroth, between Migdol and the sea, before Baal-Zephon; over-against
3
it ye do encamp by thesea, and Pharaoh hath said of the sons of Israel, They are entangled in the

4
land, the wilderness hath shut upon them; and | have strengthened the heart of Pharaoh, and he
hath pursued after them, and | am honoured on Pharaoh, and on al his force, and the Egyptians

5
have known that | [am] Jehovah;” and they do so. And it isdeclared to the king of Egypt that the
people hath fled, and the heart of Pharaoh and of his servantsis turned against the people, and they

6
say, What [ig] this we have done? that we have sent Israel away from our service.” And he
7
harnesseth his chariot, and his people he hath taken with him, and he taketh six hundred chosen

8
chariots, even all the chariots of Egypt, and captains over them all; and Jehovah strengtheneth
the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt, and he pursueth after the sons of Israel, and the sons of Israel

9
are going out with ahigh hand, and the Egyptians pursue after them, and all the chariot horses
of Pharaoh, and his horsemen, and hisforce, overtake them, encamping by the sea, by Pi-Hahiroth,

10
before Baal-Zephon.  And Pharaoh hath drawn near, and the sons of Israel lift up their eyes, and
lo, the Egyptians are journeying after them, and they fear exceedingly, and the sons of Israel cry

11
unto Jehovah.  And they say unto Moses, 'Because there are no gravesin Egypt, hast thou taken
us away to die in awilderness? what is this thou hast done to us -- to bring us out from Egypt?

12
Is not this the word which we spake unto thee in Egypt, saying, Cease from us, and we serve the

13
Egyptians; for better for usto servethe Egyptiansthanto diein awilderness?  And Moses saith
unto the people, "Fear not, station yourselves, and see the salvation of Jehovah, which He doth for
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you to-day; for, as ye have seen the Egyptians to-day, ye add no more to see them -- to the age;
14 15
Jehovah doth fight for you, and ye keep silent.”  And Jehovah saith unto Moses, "What? thou

16
criest unto Me -- speak unto the sons of Isragl, and they journey;  and thou, lift up thy rod, and
stretch out thy hand towards the sea, and cleave it, and the sons of Israel go into the midst of the

17

part of themount, and mount Sinai [is] wholly a smoke from the presence of Jehovah, who hath
come down on it in fire, and its smoke goeth up as smoke of the furnace, and the whole mount

trembleth exceedingly;  and the sound of the trumpet isgoing on, and very strong; M oses speaketh,

and God doth answer him with avoice.  And Jehovah cometh down on mount Sinai, unto the
top of the mount, and Jehovah calleth for Moses unto the top of the mount, and Moses goeth up.

hath fallen onthe bed;  if herise, and hath gone up and down without on his staff, then hath the

smiter been acquitted; only his cessation he giveth, and he is thoroughly healed.  "And when a
man smiteth his man-servant or his handmaid, with arod, and he hath died under hishand -- heis

certainly avenged;  only if heremain aday, or two days, heisnot avenged, for he[is] hismoney.

"And when men strive, and have smitten a pregnant woman, and her children have come out,
and thereisno mischief, heis certainly fined, as the husband of the woman doth lay upon him, and

he hath given through the judges;,  and if there is mischief, then thou hast given life for life,

eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,  burning for burning, wound for

wound, stripefor stripe.  “And when a man smiteth the eye of his man-servant, or the eye of his

handmaid, and hath destroyed it, as afreeman he doth send him away for hiseye;  and if atooth
of his man-servant or a tooth of his handmaid he knock out, as a freeman he doth send him away

for histooth.  “And when an ox doth gore man or woman, and they have died, the ox is certainly

“If the ox gore a man-servant or a handmaid, thirty silver shekels he doth giveto their lord, and

theox isstoned.  "And when a man doth open a pit, or when a man doth dig a pit, and doth not

cover it, and an ox or ass hath falen thither, --  the owner of the pit doth repay, money he doth

give back to its owner, and the dead is his.  "And when a man's ox doth smite the ox of his
neighbour, and it hath died, then they have sold the living ox, and halved its money, and also the

dead onethey dohalve;  or, it hath been known that the ox is[one] accustomed to gore heretofore,
and its owner doth not watch it, he certainly repayeth ox for ox, and the dead is his.

Chapter 22

22‘Any widow or orphan ye do not afflict; 23if thou dost really afflict him, surely if he
at all cry unto Me, | certainly hear hiscry; 24and Mine anger hath burned, and | have slain you by
the sword, and your wives have been widows, and your sons orphans. 25‘If thou dost lend My
poor people with thee money, thou art not to him as a usurer; thou dost not lay on him usury; 26if
thou dost at al take in pledge the garment of thy neighbour, during the going in of the sun thou

dost return it to him:  for it aloneis his covering, it [is] his garment for his skin; wherein doth

23‘And thou hast made a table of shittim wood, two cubits its length, and a cubit
its breadth, and a cubit and a half its height, 24and hast overlaid it [with] pure gold, and hast made
for it acrown of gold round about, 25and hast made for it a border of a handbreadth round about,
and hast made a crown of gold to its border round about. 26‘And thou hast made to it four rings
of gold, and hast put the rings on the four corners, which [are] to its four feet; 7over-agai nst the

and the tabernacle hath been one.  "And thou hast made curtains of goats' [hair], for a tent over

the tabernacle; thou dost make eleven curtains:  the length of the one curtain [ig] thirty by the
cubit, and the breadth of the one curtain four by the cubit; one measure [ig] to the eleven curtains;

and thou hast joined the five curtains apart, and the six curtains apart, and hast doubled the six

curtains over-against the front of thetent.  "And thou hast made fifty loops on the edge of the

[wood], and hast overlaid them [with] gold, their pegs [are] of gold, and thou hast cast for them
five sockets of brass.

work of an engraver in stone, openings of a signet, thou dost open the two stones by the names of

the sons of Isragl; turned round, embroidered [with] gold, thou dost makethem.  “And thou hast
set the two stones on the shoulders of the ephod -- stones of memorial to the sons of Isragl -- and

Aaron hath borne their names before Jehovah, on histwo shoulders, for amemorial.  “And thou

hast made embroidered things of gold,  and two chains of pure gold, wreathed work thou dost
make them, work of thick bands, and thou hast put the thick chains on the embroidered things.

5‘A nd thou hast made a breastpl ate of judgment, work of adesigner; according to the work of the
ephod thou dost make it; of gold, blue, and purple, and scarlet, and twined linen thou dost makeit;
16it is square, doubled, a span its length, and a span its breadth. 17‘And thou hast set in it settings
of stone, four rows of stone; arow of sardius, topaz, and carbuncle [ig] the first row; 18and the
second row [is] emerald, sapphire, and diamond,; 19and thethird row [is] opal, agate, and amethyst;

0and the fourth row [is] beryl, and onyx, and jasper; embroidered with gold are they in their
settings, 21and the stones are according to the names of the sons of Israel, twelve, according to

22
their names, openings of a signet, each by his name are they for the twelve tribes.  “And thou

23
hast made on the breastplate wreathed chains, work of thick bands, of pure gold;  and thou hast
made on the breastplate two rings of gold, and hast put the two rings on the two ends of the

breastplate;  and thou hast put the two thick bands of gold on the two rings at the ends of the

breastplate;  and the two ends of the two thick bands thou dost put on the two embroidered things,

and thou hast put [them] on the shoulders of the ephod over-against its face.  "And thou hast

"And
thou hast put unto the breastplate of judgment the Lights and the Perfections, and they have been
on the heart of Aaron, in his going in before Jehovah, and Aaron hath borne the judgment of the

sons of Israel on his heart before Jehovah continually.  “And thou hast made the upper robe of

the ephod completely of blue,  and the opening for its head hath been in its midst, a border isto

15‘And the one ram thou dost take, and Aaron and his sons have
laid their hands on the head of the ram, 16and thou hast daughtered the ram, and hast taken its
blood, and hast sprinkled [it] on the altar round about, 17and the ram thou dost cut into its pieces,

and hast washed itsinwards, and itslegs, and hast put [them] on its pieces, and onitshead; and
thou hast made perfume with the whole ram on the altar. It [is] aburnt-offering to Jehovah, asweet

fragrance; a fire-offering it [is] to Jehovah.  "And thou hast taken the second ram, and Aaron

hath laid -- his sons also -- their hands on the head of theram,  and thou hast slaughtered the
ram, and hast taken of its blood, and hast put on the tip of the right ear of Aaron, and on the tip of
the right ear of his sons, and on the thumb of their right hand, and on the great toe of their right

foot, and hast sprinkled the blood on the altar round about;  and thou hast taken of the blood
which [is] on the altar, and of the anointing oil, and hast sprinkled on Aaron, and on his garments,

garments, and his sons, and the garments of his sonswith him.  "And thou hast taken from the
ram the fat, and the fat tail, and the fat which is covering the inwards, and the redundance on the

consecration,  and one round cake of bread, and one cake of oiled bread, and one thin cake out

of the basket of the unleavened things which [is] before Jehovah.  “And thou hast set the whole
on the hands of Aaron, and on the hands of his sons, and hast waved them -- awave-offering before

Jehovah;  and thou hast taken them out of their hand, and hast made perfume on the altar beside

the burnt-offering, for sweet fragrance before Jehovah; afire-offering it [is] to Jehovah. "And
thou hast taken the breast from the ram of the consecration which [is] for Aaron, and hast waved

it -- awave-offering before Jehovah, and it hath become thy portion;  and thou hast sanctified
the breast of the wave-offering, and the leg of the heave-offering, which hath been waved, and
which hath been lifted up from the ram of the consecration, of that which [is] for Aaron, and of

fromthe sonsof Isradl, for it [is] aheave-offering; and it is aheave offering from the sons of Isradl,

"Six daysthou dost work, and on the seventh day thou dost rest; in ploughing-time and in harvest

thoudostrest. "And afeast of weeksthou dost observe for thyself; first-fruits of wheat-harvest;

and thefeast of in-gathering, at therevolution of theyear.  "Threetimesin ayear do all thy males

appear before the Lord Jehovah, God of Israel;  for | dispossess nations from before thee, and
have enlarged thy border, and no man doth desire thy land in thy going up to appear before Jehovah

thy God threetimesinayear.  "Thou dost not slaughter with a fermented thing the blood of My

"The coloured garments, to do service in the sanctuary, the holy garments for Aaron the priest,

out from the presence of Moses,  and they comein -- every man whom his heart hath lifted up,
and every one whom his spirit hath made willing -- they have brought in the heave-offering of
Jehovah for the work of the tent of meeting, and for al its service, and for the holy garments.

And they comein -- the men with the women -- every willing-hearted one -- they have brought
in nose-ring, and ear-ring, and seal-ring, and necklace, all golden goods, even every one who hath

waved a wave-offering of gold to Jehovah.  And every man with whom hath been found blue,
and purple, and scarlet, and linen, and goats' [hair], and rams’™ skins made red, and badgers’ skins,

29e'very man and woman (whom their heart hath made willing to bring in for al the work which
Jehovah commanded to be done by the hand of Moses) [of] the sons of Israel brought in a
willing-offering to Jehovah. 30And M oses saith unto the sons of Israel, “See, Jehovah hath called
by name Bezaleel, son of Uri, son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah, 31and He doth fill him [with] the
Spirit of God, in wisdom, in understanding, and in knowledge, and in all work, 32even to devise
devicestowork ingold, and in silver, and inbrass,  and in graving of stones for settings, and in

graving of wood to work in any work of design.  "And to direct He hath put in his heart, he and
